SYNOPSIS:
A subsiding, dry south-easterly airflow prevails over the western
Caribbean and Central America.

A cold front will enter the NW Gulf of Mexico during the next 12
hours and will continue tracking south-eastwards across the Gulf
this weekend. This cold front is expected to reach the central
Yucatan by Sunday afternoon and cross the country of Belize
early on Monday, slowing down or stalling in the NW Caribbean
by Tuesday morning. This feature will trigger outbreaks of
thunderstorms over inland Belize on Sunday, and generate an
increase in showers over the country on Sunday night and
Monday. This activity will become concentrated over southern
areas later on Monday and Tuesday.

Rainfall will little or none on Friday and Saturday, increasing later Sunday, with
daily accumulations ranging from 0.50-0.75 of-an-inch, especially over inland and
hilly areas by mid-day Monday. Daily rainfall totals will be 0.25-0.50 of-an-inch in
over southern districts and southern coastal waters on Tuesday. Most districts,
especially the coastal zone will experience showers on Wednesday of next week.
